IV. Data  Analysis and Question/Answers
A. Show collected data in charts, graphs, tables…etc

B. Analyze and summarize, in paragraph form,  your collected data
C. Re-write questions and type out responses in this section
V. Conclusion

A. Summarize what you did during the experiment (restate your purpose , hypothesis and your prediction)

B. Summarize what you learned during this experiment

C. Summarize how you could change the lab in order to make it better.
